The Pantry’s Client
Choice model, instituted
in September in our
new location, has been
suspended so we can return to our original system of
providing bags of food based on family size. Clients log
in at the Intake desk just inside the front door and then
walk around the corner to our parking lot, where they
wait for their number to be called.

Our numbers grew throughout March as more neighbors
found themselves facing food insecurity with the loss of
jobs and lack of resources. We encourage our supporters
to make any donation possible.
