Note: On January 18th, Captain Edwin Kaup was named
Acting Commander for the 17th District following the
promotion of Commander Pontecore.

Officer Zanders kicked off the meeting with New Year’s
greetings. Alderman Nugent (39th) announced that
participatory budgeting voting is underway. Projects to
be voted on by 39th Ward residents are grouped into
three categories: Community & Culture, Safety, and Parks
& Recreation. The ward office hours are now: M-F, 9 to
7; TWTH 9 to 5; F 9 to 3. Over 20,000 KN95 masks have
been distributed by the 39th ward to residents, schools,
nursing homes and community partners.

Jessica from Alderman Rosa’s office (35th) stated that

the ward’s participatory budgeting has just wrapped up.
Projects will be announced shortly. 800 residents voted.
The 35th Ward also distributed KN95 masks. A police
camera is going up in the 35th Ward near the highway to
combat carjackings.

Officer Zanders reported that other than motor vehicle
thefts, crime is down in the 17th district. Capt. Kaup
urged residents not to leave their keys in the car or cars
running. That is the major source of motor vehicle theft.
He stressed that it's illegal to leave keys in the car and to
leave a car running, unattended.

In response to a resident uestion (in the Zoom chat)
regarding how crime is being addressed, Capt. Kaup
stated that overall crime is down for shootings, homicides
and robberies for 2021 while crime across the city has
increased the last couple of years. Staffing shortages
across the country have affected police departments. Due
to most of the violence being in vehicles, 17 is focusing
on vehicle stops and they are deploying internal and
external resources to specific locations with gang conflicts
and highest levels of crime. He also stated that gang
conflicts ebb and flow in the district. 17 is a district with
one of the lowest crimes and calls for service. Residents
can help by reporting crimes and providing information.

Vicko Alvarez from Ald. Rodriguez’s office (33rd) reported
that the ward office hours are currently by appointment
only. They have exhausted their supply of KN95 masks.

Chicago Police Department is offering cash rewards for
tips leading to charges and convictions. $5,000 for tips

leading to gun trafficking charges and convictions and

up to $15,000 for tips leading to homicide charges and
convictions. Callers are 100% anonymous. The number
to call to leave a tip is 833-408-0069.
